A greater comprehension of how NWS partners use our forecast information
A better awareness of career options in meteorology
o When: This program runs from late May until late August
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Eligibility

e Students must be enrolled at a college or university at least half time during the entire internship
period

e Those in undergraduate, graduate, and doctoral programs are welcome to apply

e Students who are graduating in Spring 2024 and are not enrolled in a program in Fall 2024 are not
eligible

e Students who have taken synoptic and dynamic meteorology courses are preferred

e Applicants who have not taken synoptic/dynamic or are pursuing a degree in a closely related
science (ie. Environmental Science, Climatology, Hydrology, etc.) are still welcome to apply

noteworthy academic achievements, extracurricular or personal accomplishments, advisor’'s name
and contact information, recent employment experience, etc.
